Saasto was on the Provincial team in 2000 and won the
National silver in 2003 while Skirving was on the 2002 team. All members of the Galaxy
mens team were bowling for their first Provincial honours, Tim Melnick, Gordie Begin
Jr, Doug Fletcher and Dave Lankinen.

Individual honours were also won by Mario’s Graham with his 1061 total for a 212
average, and Adduono with a 810 total. On the winning team, individual gold medals
were won by Dawson with a 936 and Marlene Y urick with a 702 total.

Y urick and Anne Sassto will be in Winnipeg on April 20" competing in the Canadian
Tenpin Federation’s National Mixed Championships. Both women will be seeking a spot
on the National Seniors team who will bowl in the Tournament of Champions in Miami
this summer.
